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July lst. to 3rd. Battalion in trenches at GIVENCHY left. Artillery very actiwe
cutting wire opposite our front. Return by the enemy was weak.
We have rifle grenade batteries of about 23 rifles in all, which
have more or less silenced the rifle grenades of the enemy. :
Extensive patrolling is being done with a wview to a raid on the .
enemy's trenches. It is reported that the enemy are mining n
under one of our sapg, and in consequence the trenches for 50

& yards on either side of this sap are held with the minimum
garrison. On the morning of 3rd July about 10 a.m. Colonel
Douglas wag killed, being eniped in the head while in "B" sap.
It is thought thet he had been exposing his head over the
papapet while observing with his periscope. Battalion was
relieved by the 2nd. Royal Welsh Fuglilisers on the evening of
Brd, and moved to billets in “E PREOL.

July 4th. Colonel Douglas was buried this afternoon in Bethune Cemetery,
: Grave No, 27, Band "T". Arrangements for the funeral were
made by the 33rd Division. 2nd. Argyll & Sutherland Highlanders |
sent their pipers and buglers. Following senior officers
were present:~ General Landon, commanding 53rd. Divigion, and
his Chief of Staff, General Robertson, commanding 19th. |
Brigade, and hig Eripadse Major, Colonel Chapman of the
Cameronians, the Colonel of the 2nd. A.& S.H., 'Officer
Commaniing 19th, Field Ambulance, Ma jor Stewart, Chaplein,
and many others. Wreaths were sent by the H5th. Scottish
“ Rifles, 2nd, Royal Welsh INusiliers, and N.C.0s of 2nd. R.W.F. .
! : The six senior W.C.0s of the Fattalion acted as pall-bearers, B
: ' and were led by the pipers playing "Flowers of the Forpest"”.
SRR The Rev. John White conducted the funeral service. Major TN,
=g : Kennedy assumed command of the Battalion today.
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Battalion reinforce 2nd. R.W.F. in GIVENCHY left, with two
compenies in front line, one in support and one in reserve.
At 11.45 p.m. & raid wase carried out on the German trenches

by the 2nd. R.W.F All objectives were gained. 43 prisoners
taken, with two ﬂachinr guns and a trench mortar. About 150
Germans killed. Our casualties were slight. As a diversion

from the main raid, two parties of the 5th, Scottish Rifles
made a bombing attack on the enemy sapheads and craters. This
drew a considerable amount of the enemy's artillery fire, and
fulfilied ite object in cteating a diversion. A few minor
casualties were occasioned but only one wounded man was sent to
hospital. On our right the 20th. Royal Fusiliers assisted
overations by a gas demonstration, which was successful.

There was no return by the enemy for last night's raid. Orders
were received that the battalion was to be ready to move that
night, as the 33rd. Division was being relieved. Kits were
reduced to proper weight, trensport packed up, and all surplus
kits and material returned to central store for storage.
Battalion was relisved by 4th/5th. Black Watch, and was billeted
in Rue d'Aire, BETHUNE, on relief.

Orders received to entrain at FOUQUEREUIL Station at & p.m.
Three hours were allowed for entrainment of transport and one
hour and a guarter for Battalion. Entrainment was carried out
gpeedily and train left at ten minutes to six.

At 1.45 a.m. Battalion detrained at LONGUEAU, which is about
two miles East of AMIENS, and marched to POULAINVILLE, s distance

of about eight miles, arriving about 5 a.m. Billets are poor,
and as the whole brigaede ie to be billeted in this small village ;
there is very little accommodation for each battalion.
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
