The Division moved back to South of ABBEVILLE. The Battalion sntrained
at BUIRE in two trains at 12 noon and 2 p.m. and proceeded - by degrees,
past AMEENS and LONGPRE to AIRAINES, where it detrained. The trains
arrived at AIRAINES at 2.30 a.m. and 3.15 a.m. respectively. From here
the Companies marched to billets in small villages - FRESNE-TILLOLOY and
VAUX-MRRQUENNEVILLE - where they arrived about 7.30 a.me. The T™anspart
had gone by road the whole way, and was already at the billets.

The Battalion commenced cleaning, refitting and training. Courses for
specialists commenced.

While the Battalion was guartered at FRESNE-TILLOLOY the son of the
Mayor was buried. An Officer, 15 men and 4 pipers were sent to represent
the Battalion.

The Battalion moved to ALLERY, where billets were a great improvement on
FRESNE-TILLOLOY. Work was continued here on the same lines. Divisional
Football League, Boxing Tournament and Concert parties were in full working
order. The Regimental Canteen and Recreation Robm opened, so that the
spare time of the men was catered for.

The Battalion was inspected by Ma jor-General PINNEY, G.0.C. 33r¥d.Division,
Otherwise training on the same lines was continued until the end of the
month.
